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1. Introduction 

Meinhardt Infrastructure & Environment Pty Ltd (Meinhardt) has been engaged by 
Victoria’s Department of Treasury & Finance (DTF), on behalf of Victoria’s Department of 
Education & Early Childhood Development (DEECD), to undertake a Phase 1 
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of a former proposed school site in Taylors Lakes 
(the site).  The site is located at 18 – 24 Robertsons Road, Taylors Lakes, Victoria, and is 
currently zoned ‘Public Use’.  It is understood that DEECD intend to have the site rezoned 
for ‘Residential 1’ use. 
 
 

1.1. Objective 

The objective of Meinhardt’s Phase 1 ESA is to assess the existing environmental 
condition of the site in relation to the potential for contamination of soil and/or 
groundwater. 

 

1.2. Scope of Works 

The following works were undertaken as part of the site investigation: 

• Review of the site’s history to determine potential areas of contamination; 
• Review of available geological and hydrogeological maps and databases; 
• Completion of a site walkover to identify any potentially contaminating 

infrastructure; and 
• Completion of a report detailing the findings. 
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2. Site Description  

2.1. Titles, Zoning and Overlays 

Meinhardt sourced current titles for the site from A’Beckett Law Searching Service.  The 
site comprises Reserve 1 on Plan of Subdivision 316588A, Volume 10133 Folio 468.  The 
total area under investigation is 91,338 m2.  The site’s certificates of title, including 
historical titles, are provided in Appendix B. 
 

A review of DSE’s Planning Schemes and Maps Online (DSE 2010a) indicates that the 
site is zoned entirely as a Public Use Zone to be utilised for Education (PUZ2).  Overlay 
maps accessed from the referring website (DSE 2010b) show that no overlays apply to the 
site.  Zoning data pertaining to the site is provided in Appendix C. 

2.2. Site Setting 

The site is located on the southeast side of Robertsons Rd, Taylors Lake, roughly 
between McCubbin Drive and Landsbourgh Avenue (Figure 1, Appendix A).  Land uses 
surrounding the site are detailed in Table 2-1 below.

2.3. Topography and Hydrology 

The site undulates very gently, sloping out from the centre of the site.  No obvious signs 
of fill were seen on the site, and an absence of fill is supported by the presence of visible 
surficial basalt floaters across the site. 
Some of the site’s surface water would drain into the municipal stormwater system after 
draining offsite to adjacent street gutters.  Surface water collected from the southeast 
corner of the site, however, would enter the system by draining along the site’s southeast 
boundary depression, and into the site’s southeast corner stormwater pit. 

Direction Surrounding land use 

Northeast Bounded by established residences, beyond which lie Landsbourgh Avenue and 
more established residences. 

Southeast Bounded by established residences and a small length of Tasman Crescent. 

Southwest Bounded by vacant land, also zoned PUZ2, beyond which lie McCubbin Drive and 
established residences. 

Northwest Bounded by Robertsons Road, beyond which lies the Taylors Lakes Campus of 
Overnewton Anglican Community College (grade prep – year nine).

2.4. Site Use 

Meinhardt staff visited the site on 25 th August 2010.  The site was essentially found to be 
empty of any established infrastructure.  However, there was sign of a disused racing 
track across most of the site, and a line of established windbreak trees was present along 
part of the southwestern boundary of the site. 
 
Potentially contaminating materials that were observed on site by Meinhardt staff are 
noted in Table 2-2 below.  Photographs of the infrastructure / materials in question are 
provided in Appendix D.

Additionally, it should be noted that the site is currently being used to dump unwanted 
material not specifically noted in Table 2-2 above.  This includes building waste such as 
empty paint tins, bricks, concrete and concrete sheeting; households items such as a 
mattress, chairs, rugs, car parts as well as other general paper and plastic rubbish.  Such 
material has not been mentioned because most of that currently present doesn’t 
contaminate its surrounds.  However, this behaviour should be noted, as the ongoing 
dumping of material presents an ongoing hazard that contaminating material may be 
dumped. 

2.5. EPA Databases 

The Environmental Protection Authority Victoria (EPA) provides online listings of all sites 
which have been issued with a Certificate or Statement of Environmental Audit, or are 
currently the subject of a Clean Up Notice or a Pollution Abatement Notice.  Sites are 
listed by municipality and locality, and those municipality / locality combinations which lie 
at least partially within a two kilometre radius of the site are listed in Table 2-3 below.

A review of EPA’s List of Issued Certificates and Statements of Environmental Audit (EPA 
2010a) found that no Environmental Audits have been carried out within the municipality / 
locality combinations listed in Table 2.3 above.  A review of EPA’s Priority Sites Register

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(EPA 2010b) found two Priority Sites within the municipality / locality combinations listed 
in Table 2.3 above, and that of these, one lies within 2km of the site.  Details regarding 
this Priority Site are provided In Table 2-4 below.

The Clean Up Notice was issued because the former Sydenham Quarry, which had been 
used for disposal of petroleum and other wastes between 1948 and 1972 (Brimbank City 
Council 2006), has been found to have pollution of soil and of groundwater on the 
premises.  However, given that the Priority Site is located on the far side of Taylors 
Creek, it is considered unlikely that any former or current contamination issues at the 
former Sydenham Quarry would have any bearing on the subject site of this report. 
 
Copies of relevant municipality / locality pages within the currently available EPA listings 
are provided in Appendix E. 
 

2.6. Storage Systems 

Upon request Energy Safe Victoria (ESV) carried out a search of the Cathodic Protection 
Systems Database but did not identify any registered cathodic protection systems at the 
site. Additionally, WorkSafe Victoria (WSV) was contacted but no dangerous goods 
information relevant to the site was identified.  The received search results are located in 
Appendix J.

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3. Site History 

3.1. Anecdotal Evidence 

The Keilor Historical Society conducted a historical search for the site area (see Appendix 
F for historical search report).  The historical search identified that the site was part of a 
farm owned by the Welsh family in the 20th century.  Neville Welsh trained horses for 
harness racing, with part of the site containing his training track.  The area remained rural 
until around the 1970’s, when residential development began on the south side of the 
Keilor-Melton Road. 

3.2. Historical Titles 

An historical title search was conducted to establish previous owners of the site.  A 
summary of the search results is presented in Table 3-1 below, and copies of historical 
certificates of title are provided in Appendix B.

3.3. Historical Aerial Photographs 

Historical aerial photographs dating from 1945 – 1991 were obtained for the site.  Brief 
descriptions of the photographs are provided in Table 3-2 below, and copies are provided 
in Appendix G.

3.4. Australian Heritage Places Inventory 

A review of DEWHA’s Australian Heritage Places Inventory (DEWHA 2010) indicates no 
heritage places / areas on or in the immediate vicinity of the site.  The database was 
searched for the suburb “Taylors Lake” and the Local Government Area “Brimbank”.  
Results are provided in Appendix H.

The site is vacant land.  The land on the south eastern boundary has some 
buildings bordering the site.  The sports oval is visible south east of the site.  
Grazing appears to be the main surrounding land use.  Sydenham train station 
and train line is visible south of the site.

There is a racing track located on the site area and there are wind break trees 
visible on the south eastern boundary.  The surrounding main land use 
remains as farming. 

1974 

The race track remains on-site, though there are now buildings located on the 
north western boundary.  The grass surrounding the track appears to have 
been cleared.  The surrounding land uses remain as farming, with an increase 
in residential development south west of the site. 

1986 
The site appears to remain the same, with race track, trees and buildings still 
located on the site.  Further residential development is visible south east and 
south west of the site. 

1991 

Both the racing track and the line of windbreak trees along the southwestern 
boundary of the site are clearly visible.  No other infrastructure is visible 
onsite.  Land immediately surrounding the site, extending out to the north and 
northwest, still generally consists of cleared vacant land, and is possibly still 
being used for grazing.  This is typical of the Newer Volcanics plains at the 
time.  There is no evidence of any cattle dips.   

 

Sydenham is present to the west and southwest of the site, both as 
established and developing residential land.  Developing residential land in 
Taylors Lakes is also present to the east and southeast of the site.  Calder 
Park Motorsport Complex is visible to the northwest of the site, and Keilor 
Public Golf Course is visible to the northeast. 
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4. Geology and Hydrogeology 

4.1. Geology 

A review of the Melbourne Geological Map Sheet (Geological Survey of Victoria 1997) 
indicates that the site is located on Quaternary Newer Volcanics, described on the map as 
consisting of tholeiitic to alkaline basalts, minor scoria and ash.  This is supported by field 
identification of visible surficial basalt floaters across the site. 
 

4.2. Potential Acid Sulphate Soils 

A review of the Melbourne Coastal Acid Sulfate Soil Hazard Map Sheet (DPI 2002) 
indicates that the site is not in the vicinity of a probable acid sulfate soils (PASS) area.  
However, it should be noted that the map sheet specifically covers coastal, but not inland, 
acid sulfate soil hazard. 
 

4.3. Hydrogeology 

A review of the South Western Victoria Water Table Aquifers Groundwater Beneficial Use 
Map Sheet (DCNR 1995) shows that the site is located on the Newer Volcanics aquifer 
system.  This system is comprised of a number of basalt flows that are often separated by 
clay and silt aquitards.  The groundwater occurs in fractures, joints, vesicular openings 
and in contact zones between flows.  The amount of groundwater that can be held in 
storage or transmitted through the basalt depends on the size of individual openings, their 
density, continuity and degree of interconnection (Leonard 1992). 
 

The South Western Victoria Water Table Aquifers Groundwater Beneficial Use Map Sheet 
(DCNR 1995) also indicates that the regional water table aquifer has a ‘Segment C’ 
groundwater salinity, corresponding to a total dissolved solids (TDS) concentration range 
of 3,501 – 13,000 milligrams per litre (mg/L). 
 

A search of DSE’s Victorian Water Resources Data Warehouse (DSE 2010c) established 
that there are twelve registered groundwater bores within a 2km radius of the site.  
However, this source provided no additional information pertaining to local groundwater 
quality, such as might have been obtained from the registered use of these bores or from 
any groundwater parameter measurements.  Results of the groundwater database search, 
including a map illustrating the location of wells relative to the site, are included in 
Appendix I. 
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5. Potential for Contamination 

5.1. Potential on Site Contamination Sources 

The site, prior to being used as a harness racing track is likely to have been used as 
grazing farmland.  These uses are considered to pose a negligible risk to the surrounding 
environment. 
 
The potentially contaminating infrastructure / materials observed on site during the site 
visit (already detailed in Table 2-2) constitute further sources of possible contamination.  
A summary of potential contamination issues is presented in Table 5-1 below.

It is acknowledged that herbicides (containing arsenic) and pesticides (containing Organo 
Chlorine Pesticides (OCPs), Organo Phosphorous Pesticides (OPPs) and arsenic) may 
have been used on the site in localised areas for weed or pest control, however these are 
not considered significant contaminant sources as the chemicals were unlikely to have 
been stored on-site (no evidence of storage facilities), no cattle dip infrastructure was 
identified on-site, and no evidence of intensive cropping or agriculture was identified 
which may have necessitated a higher intensive use on a broad acre scale. 
 

5.2. Potential Off Site Contamination Sources 

Surrounding land is currently generally residential in nature, with the exceptions of the 
school to the northwest and the commercial area to the southeast.  Historically, 
surrounding land seems to have been used firstly for farmland and then for increasingly 
urbanised residential areas.  Meinhardt considers such uses to pose minimal risk of off 
site source contamination to the site. 
 

However, a Woolworths Caltex service station was noted adjacent to the Watergardens 
Shopping Centre, approximately 500 metres to the south of the site.  Groundwater in the 
vicinity of the service station is considered likely to flow in a generally southerly direction, 
towards the adjacent Taylors Creek.  It is therefore considered unlikely that the service 
station poses a significant off site source of contamination. 
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6. Conclusions and 
Recommendations 

Meinhardt conclude that, based on the information made available during this assessment: 
 
• The site is likely to have been utilised for grazing farmland, and as a harness 

racetrack; 
• The topography of the site undulates very gently, and the site’s surface water 

would flow into the local municipal stormwater system through an onsite pit and 
adjacent street gutters; 

• Surficial geology in the vicinity of the site is considered to comprise Quaternary 
Newer Volcanics, consisting of basalt and possibly minor scoria and ash; 

• Groundwater in the vicinity of the site has been mapped with a moderately high 
salinity (3,501 – 13,000 mg/L TDS), which can support beneficial uses for stock, 
industry, ecosystem protection, and buildings and structures; 

• There is an undefined risk of contamination from dumped material that may include 
asbestos; 

• There is an ongoing risk that contaminating material may be dumped given current 
behaviour; and 

• There is a negligible risk of contamination from off site sources; and 
• Considering there has been no development on the site, there potentially may be 

Volcanic Plains Grasslands located on the site, which is considered critically 
endangered under the federal Environment Protection and Biodiversity 
Conservation (EPBC) Act. 

 
In consideration of these conclusions, it is recommended that: 
• In the event that the dumped waste material is removed from the site, if soil 

removal is required, the waste material should be sampled and classified in 
accordance with EPA guidelines (Publication 441); and 

• A flora and fauna assessment should be conducted prior to site development.

18-24 ROBERTSONS ROAD, TAYLORS LAKES 
 
  Robertsons Road, which appears on old  maps, originally ran from the Calder 
Highway to the Keilor-Melton  Road but since the 1990s it no longer allows 
vehicular access to the Keilor-Melton Road.      
 
The suburb of Taylors Lakes and the Taylors Creek, which flows through it, 
take their name from William Taylor, a  Scottish immigrant, who settled in 
Keilor in the late 1840s after buying 13,000acres of land for sheep farming.  
He built “Ovenewton” (Melway 14 E2) a small homestead in 1849 and later 
added a tower; as a result of the extension it was referred to as “Overnewton 
Castle” 
 
“Overnewton” was largely self sufficient; its water supply came from the   
Taylors Creek which flowed through William Taylors land. He created several 
of small lakes along the creek to store water which was piped from the last lake 
in the series to a cistern on his property.  Several of these lakes form a feature 
of the Watergardens Shopping Centre  (Melway 3 E12) while further 
downstream other lakes are adjacent to the Taylors Lake Shopping Centre 
(Melway  13 K2). 
 
After William Taylor’s death in 1903, his land, with the exception of 200 acres 
surrounding “Overnewton”, was sold to the Closer Settlement Board of 
Victoria in 1907 for subdivision.  The Victorian Government at that time 
aimed to settle more people on the  land. It bought large pastoral properties 
and subdivided them into smaller allotments which were made available at low 
rates of interest to  families with limited assets.  
 
Nos 18-24 Robertsons Road was part of the farm owned by the Welsh family in 
the 20th century. We do not know the dates of their occupancy. Neville Welsh 
trained horses for harness racing with considerable success.  His training track 
was located on the site under review and can be seen on the Google satellite 



image. The line of trees on the image indicates the approximate location of the 
Welsh residence.  
 
The area remained rural until circa 1970. At that time the Keilor- Melton 
Road was a country road with wide gravelled verges and a metalled strip in the 
centre.  Residential development began on the south side of the Keilor-Melton 
Road in the 1970s with retail areas following in the 1990s.
